After Woodlands 
Most pupils who leave Woodlands go on to full-time Further Education at one of the local Colleges.  

We believe that this is an indication that young people have learnt the value of education whilst at 

Woodlands and have found it stimulating and interesting and so wish to continue.  

Careers Education and Guidance are seen as an essential part of every pupil’s personal development 

at Woodlands.  There is a formal programme of activities for pupils throughout KS3 and KS4 so that 

they may develop the self-awareness, the skills and the knowledge to choose the appropriate career 

path at the age of 16.

Throughout school life there are many experiences offered to pupils to help them to make decisions 

about their future.  All Year 10 pupils take part in a two week work experience.  A Careers Adviser 

works closely to provide individual counselling and the School Post 16 Transitions Offi cer is there 

to provide additional support to pupils in Year 11 and beyond.  Of our pupils who leave and enter 

employment almost all are on Apprenticeships or are involved in “on the job” training, thereby 

extending their education.
